
Headstones for Dead Soldier.
The army appropriation bill appropriates

$275,000 for establishing and maintaining
national military cemeteries, with the fol-

lowing proviso :

That the headstones required by an act
entitled "An aet to establish and protect
national cemeteries," approved February
22, 18G7, and the act anieudntory thereof,
approved June 8, 1872, shall be of durable
stone and of.sucli design and weight as
fliall keep them In pines when set; and
the contract for supplying the name shull
be awarded by the Hoereiiiry of War. after
sixty days' advertisement in ten newspa-
pers of general circulation, to somo re-
sponsible person or persons whose samples
and bids shall in thegreatcst measure com-
bine the elements of durability, decency
and clwapncss ; and the sum of $1,000,01)0
is hereby appropriated forsaid purpose out
vi nny money in uie Treasury not other-
wise appropriated ; and the Secretary of

v ur siiHii nrsi aeiermine lor me various
cemeteries the size and model for such
headstones and the standard of quality and
color of the stone to be used, and bids shall
be made and decided in reference thereto ;

and the contracts made under this act shall
provide for furnishing and setting all the
said headstones, and shall not iu the

exceed the siim hereby appropriat-
ed.

The MiiHL'husetts Legislature has many

Show
me the community or nation that has ever
inllicted such an Insult on any of its peo-
ple. Oreeco repudiates it ; Frunce and
Germany scorn it. England allows no
name on any of her flatis which can pain
a Cavalier ora Jtoundhead, a Hcotchmaii
or an Irishman. When, in 1857, I think.
William Pitt took the ban off conquered
Scotland, and cal'ed the Highlanders into
the army.he gave them back their tartans,
before illegal. How utterly inconsistent
would he have been had he required them
to march uuder banners where every man
saw written their great disaster, Culloden !

TheTrne Intent of Ilia Bnnkrnptry Act.
An act approved March 3, declares:

"That it was the true intent and meaning
of an act approved June 8, 1872, entitled
'An act to establish a uniform system of
bankruptcy throughout theUniteil States,'
approved March 2, 1867, that the exemp-
tions allowed the bankrupt by said amend-
atory act should, and it is hereby enacted
that they shall, be the amounts allowed by
the constitutions and laws of each State,
respectively, as existing in the year 1871,
ana that such exemptions be valid against
debts contracted before the adoption and
passage of such State constitution, and
laws, as well as tliofe contracted after the
same, and against'iens by judgment or
decree of State Court, any decision of any
such Court rendered since the adoption
and passage of such constitution and laws
to the country notwithstanding."
