Col John and wife Mary Butler Tipton (1732-1776) had nine boys. In order of birth they are Samuel, Benjamin, Abraham, William, Isaac, Jacob, John Jr., Thomas, and Jonathan. One more child was born to a second wife, Martha Denton (1736-1794). He was also named Abraham (1780-1820) after Abraham I who died about the time of the birth of Abraham II.
William and Phoebe Tipton had ten children; 6 boys and 4 girls. In order of birth they are Reuben, Abraham Butler, Mary (Polly), Martha, Isaac, Jacob, Jonathan, David, Lavinia and Ann.

William was an early grant holder in the Cades Cove area of the Great Smoky Mountains. Amassing hundreds of acres, he sold some land to relatives and friends, but in his will he bequeathed 1765 acres of Cades Cove property so at his death he was still a large landowner.

William never lived in the Cove Himself; his farm was near Tipton's Station, near the dividing line of Knox and Blount Counties.

William’s wife Phoebe passed away in 1840. William passed away 3 Nov 1849 according to his obituary from the Knoxville Register of 17 Nov 1849. His grave is located on private property. 

Jonathan Wade Hampton "Hamp" Tipton was the grandson of Col John Tipton, the son of Jonathan R. Tipton, and thus William was his great uncle. We can’t verify how or when Hamp obtained the land on which the house in Cades Cove is built. It is possible that he purchased it directly from his great uncle William, or it is possible he inherited it from William, or bought it from another relative or even from someone outside the family. However, the most probable means of acquirement was through William or a family member.

Hamp Tipton built this house in the 1870's, located in Cades Cove, TN inside the Smoky Mountain National Park. Although the exterior is covered in clapboard, the original structure was logs.
Hamp Tipton never lived in the house, but he built it for two of his daughters who taught school in Cades Cove. Hamp lived in Tuckaleechee Cove near Laurel Lake. He bought the Tuckaleechee land from Mathew McClanahan. 
Hamp is buried in Myers Cemetery in Townsend, Tennessee.
James McCaullley rented the house for a spell in the late 1870’s and then he built his own house in the cove. His blacksmith shop can be seen from the road just before you reach the Tipton house.
